Author”s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action:
Clearly states that the start/finish line can not be the entrance buoy to a turn or in a turn
Affected Rule:     13.1 Courses shall be laid in reasonably protected water as free from turns as practicable. The finish line shall be at the starting line. Each lap of the course shall be not less than one statute mile and not more than 1-2/3 miles and shall be subject to the approval of the Inboard RacingCommission thirty (30) days in advance. Competition records must be restricted to an approved course (1 mile, 1-1/4 miles, or 1-2/3 miles in length).
13.1.1 Minimum water depth in the racing lanes of the course shall be 4 ft. The Race Chairman shall be responsible for confirming the minimum depths.
Proposed rule:  Add to Rule:. ”The distance from the starting line to the entrance buoy of the first turn shall not be less than ½ the straight of way distance and it shall be the aim of the race committee to have this distance designed to be as long as possible. The exit buoy of the last turn may be used as a starting buoy.”
 
13.1.1 Recommended minimum water depth in the racing lanes of the course shall be 4 ft. The Race Chairman shall be responsible for confirming the minimum depths.
Reason for change: At a combined category event (OPC/Inboard), the conducting club wanted to use the entrance buoy  to turn 1 as the Start/Finish Line. The above was part of Rule 2: General Racing in the 1998 Rule Book. It was never voted out, but somehow disappeared from subsequent rule books. I would not be opposed to changing the proposed rule to list a minimum distance from the starting line to the first turn in place of the “ not less than of ½ the straight away distance” wording. BY stating that the exit pin of turn 2 may be used, we are allowing for the possibility that a course may use a “milling pin,” or other buoys that are outside of turn two, to be before the start ( as is done at the Tri-Cities event and possibly other courses).
