Author’s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action:

To make the scoring standard for boats which either (1) do not finish an actual heat of racing (per Rule 23.4.4) or (2) which compete at an event with less than the legal number of boats required for national points (per Rule 23.4.5).
Affected Rule:
23.4.5 In addition to the above points, any boat that makes a legal start in either the qualifying or final heat, regardless of how many other boats in the class, will receive 50 participation points per race day.
Proposed Rule:
23.4.5 In addition to the above points, any boat that makes a legal start in either the qualifying or final heat, regardless of how many other boats in the class, will receive 40 50 participation points per race day.  A disqualification in a heat will count the same as a DNS.
Reason for change: 
A boat which competes in a race with less than the required number of boats for national points should not be given more points than a boat which competes at an event with the required number of boats or which finishes 12th in a legal heat and only gets 45 points. Also, the disqualification criteria should be consistent for both rules.
