Author’s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action: Standardized race course buoys across all APBA inboard race sites.
Affected Rule: RULE 19 – BUOYS, 19.5, The start/finish buoys must be the same color as the buoy located nearest and immediately in front of the judge’s stand and both shall be in contrast to all other buoys on the race course. 19.6 Entrance and exit buoys must be the same color and it is recommended they be in contrast to all other buoys on the race course.
Proposed rule: 19.5
Standardize Course buoys across all APBA inboard race sites:
1. Entrance and exit pins for turn one and 2 shall be orange and 48 inches min. in height/diameter.
2. Buoys between entrance and exit pins shall be orange and 18 inches min. in height/diameter.
3. Start/finish buoys must be the same color as the buoy located nearest and immediately in front of the judge’s stand and both shall be in contrast to all other buoys on the race course.

4. Score up buoy shall be blue or white, or two buoys tied together with 18 inches min.in height.
5. All outside course buoys shall be white or yellow in color.

6. In an emergency only due to buoy damage during the race with no direct replacement available, substitute buoys may be used at the option of the Race Committee.
 Reason for change:

Rule 19.5 and 19.6 are too vague. Navigation buoys should be specified to assist new drivers, less experienced drivers and drivers new to a course and be standardized across all race sites.  Race course buoys should be quickly identified for purpose and easy see in less than ideal conditions.  Boat racing is a hazardous sport, we should stop at nothing less than specifying the best buoys for purpose, function, and excellence via standardization and specification across APBA. 
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
