Grow fields by encouraging all racers and boat owners to actively participate at local and inter-regional events!
Affected Rule:
23.12  No national points shall be scored by National Headquarters for any class that does not have a minimum of 8 active boats or score 5,000 points collectively as a class during the previous year. 

Proposed rule:
23.12  No national points shall be scored by National Headquarters for any class that does not have a minimum of 8 active boats or score 5,000 points collectively as a class during the previous year. Add this: If a class doesn’t meet the National class requirements for the previous year (loses its National status), the following year the class can regain National status immediately at the first race that the National status requirements are met. Any points earned in the current race season prior to the class achieving National Status, will also be included in the National High points totals.
Reason for change:

This rule change would help bring back classes and racers that might otherwise leave the sport!  Additionally, this change would give incentive for boats to get back racing earlier in the season, in order to reinstate the class’s ability to participate in National events. 
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
