Author”s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action
Although we have had a long history of safely combining classes for a better show, this past year the combinations were changed to correspond with similar capsule ratings (I believe). This action prevented boat classes that have “played safely together for years” from combining and actually combined some classes that many class members would say is not desirable. 

Affected Rule:
29.2 The Referee may authorize the following combinations of classes only:

29.2.1  1.5 Litre Stock, 1 Litre, 2.5 Litre Stock (Max per heat: 12) instructions about where to start and drive during the heat.

29.2.2   2.5 Modified, 5 Liter (Max per heat: 10) Max per heat: )

29.2.3   National Modified, Grand National Hydro (Max per heat: 8)
29.2.4   Grand National Hydro, GP (Max per heat: 8), GP (Max per heat: 8)

29.3 In case of combined classes, points are awarded to all classes with four (4) or more starters in each individual class.
Proposed rule:
29.2 The Referee may authorize the following combinations of classes only: 
29.2.1 National Modified, GNH, GP (max: 8)
29.2.2 2.5 Litre Mod, 5 Litre, National Modified (max; 8)

29.2.3 2.5 Litre Stock, 2.5 Litre Mod, 5 Litre ((max: 8)
29.2.4 1.5 Litre Stock, 1 Litre, 2.5 Litre Stock (max: 12)  
29.3 In case of combined classes, points are awarded to all classes with three (3) or more starters. The referee may give drivers of any class special instructions about where to start and drive during the race.
Reason for change:

Last year the class combinations were changed (I believe by the Safety Committee) based on aligning allowed combinations with capsule ratings. However, capsule ratings were originally derived to protect restrained drivers from harm when impacting with the water, not other boats!  A “boat to boat” impact can be easily exceed 100 times the capsule rating of each class!  Since the boats are not going any faster than in their normal class when running combined, it makes far more sense to avoid accidents in the first place by combining classes based on past history of playing together safely! Don’t mix Indy cars and NASCAR on the same course, just because the capsule ratings are the same. The ratings may be the same, but the likelihood of an accident isn’t!
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
