11.1 Inboard racing members who intend to drive racing boats and inboard riding mechanics must submit a statement of good health, certified by either a licensed FAA or D.O.T. physician. The original or a photocopy of this current FAA Class I, II or III, or D.O.T. medical certificate, 16 with no waivers except for corrective lenses, must be sent to APBA headquarters with membership application. Along with the above the new APBA Inboard Physical form may be used. This form is available at the Inboard website www.apba.org/inboard or on request from the Inboard office. If corrective lenses are listed on the medical certificate, they must be used in competition. Any of the above stated medical certificates will remain current from date on said certificate until 12:00am of the second anniversary of the physical.

Remove the need for a physical for inboard drivers. We are the only class in APBA that requires this besides Inboard Endurance and Vintage.
