Approval of February 23, 2016 Meeting Minutes:  Motion to approve the February 23, 2016 Meeting Minutes made by Dave Rankin, seconded by Jim Sechler.    Passed.  Yes 15 No 0.
Flatbottom Capsule Mandate Update:  Runabout Committee had meeting with APBA Board regarding the January 1, 2016 mandate.  Voted to approve PS  and SS classes can run without capsules but with restrictions.  KKR Class removed from proposal must have capsule to race.  The Inboard Chairman will be sending registered Runabout owners a letter updating them on the new rule changes.   Chairman thanked the Runabout Committee for all their work.  
Promotion Committee Update:  Alexis Weber reported.  Rebranding looking into new logo and name, looking for ideas and concerned on the progress of website.  Will need more support than just the committee for Points Keeper, Photographer, Feedback Manager and Store. 
Water Depths:  Scott Schatz stated he has concerns about the 4 ft. water depth rule and research has been done at the CA State University and written data is available.  Scott will look into additional information summary on what the water depth should be on the next conference call.  Discussion followed.
5 Litre Classic:  Need rules, need to get with Mike Weber to finalize.  Class will run at the Waterford, MI race in July.  There has been amazing interest in the 5 Litre Classis Class. 
IRC Reimbursement for National Convention:  APBA has mailed the reimbursement checks for the IRC members who attended the Chicago Convention for their cost for meeting registration and Inboard banquet fee.  
Drones:  Sean Bowsher stated likes the idea but as an option for race sites.  There are insurance concerns, paperwork and regulations.  Discussion followed.
2016 Technical Committee:  Jim Sechler stated he has a list of names for the 2016 Technical Committee that he will submit to the IRC. 
Region 10 Commissioner:  Still looking into someone who can serve.  The Region has 3 sitting Commissioners.   Chairman will consider a replacement.

Summer National Bids:  Inboard office has opened Summer National Bids for the following years and classes that were released from the original bids.  2017 for 1.5 Litre Stock and Jersey Speed Skiff Classes.  2018 and 2019 for the Crackerbox Class.  No bids have been received by the Inboard office and will be on the LA National Meeting agenda.
2016 EPIC Series:  Ann Fitzgerald gave report. Third year for the series will have 6 to 7 events for 2016.  Using resources to help Region 2 and 3 with races and looking into partnership proposals.  EPIC website is up to date. 

SE 85 MPH Limit:  Question has been raised several times on how the speed limit will be enforced.   Need to have devices available to validate the 85 MPH limit and looking into lap speeds and monitoring.  Discussion followed.
