Author”s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action:   

To encourage better boat counts at local race events and to encourage participation from other Regions, I propose to reduce the minimum boat count for all classes to 3 boats.
Affected Rule:
23.6 A class is qualified for national points only if a minimum of four (4) boats make a legal start in any of the heats scheduled for the class that day. A class may be canceled if less than four (4) boats total make a legal start in the qualification heats.
Proposed rule:
23.6 A class is qualified for national points only if a minimum of three (3) boats make a legal start in any of the heats scheduled for the class that day. A class may be canceled if less than three (3) boats total make a legal start in the qualification heats.
 Reason for change:

Last year race sites continued to diminish and the promoters are having a hard time putting on a decent show. We need all boats that are capable of running to participate, if we expect our great sport to survive the next decade. Many classes had three boats show up at race sites last year, but were not able to race for National points. Not only do we struggle to make the minimum boat counts on Saturday, but often by Sunday attrition has taken its toll and minimum class levels cannot be met. So….lets lower the minimum boat count to 3 boats to attract racers from other regions and let the race promoters combine classes to put a decent show on the water!
