Create 4.5.6   At time trials there shall be a minimum of three divers certified by an accredited certifying agency present on the water at all times. Prior to each race day, divers shall familiarize themselves with driver safety equipment and structural characteristics of each boat. Divers shall be fully suited and ready to enter water at any time a race boat is present on the water. Prior to each race day, divers shall familiarize themselves with driver safety equipment and structural characteristics of each boat. The divers may or may not be on the

official rescue boat but cannot be on either of the turn judge boats.
 Reason for change:
Time trials are for the most part low risk. Four divers on the water is more then required for an event like this.

There was an instance that inboards had to be removed from a time trial event in 2017 due to three divers was all that could be contracted to work the event.
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
