Author”s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action:   

I propose that we reintroduce the allowance of step-up boats. The following rule change would increase boat fields at local race events improving “the show” and encourage more participation from class members residing in other Regions,.

Affected Rule:
44.2.1 Boats using single or multiple overhead cams and/or more than 2 valves per cylinder must have a displacement not exceeding 148.5 cubic inches and no more than 6 cylinders. The weight minimum shall be 1025 pounds and the fuel shall be restricted to gasoline only. As an alternative, methanol may be used but the minimum weight shall be increased to 1125 pounds. Engines using methanol must use production blocks and head(s).  Note: 2.5 Stock boats wanting to compete in this class must meet the minimum capsule requirements for a 2.5 Modified.
4.2.4 Any boat meeting Rule 45.1, 45.2, 45.4 shall be considered legal within the 2.5 Liter Modified Class. This combination is NOT considered legal in the National Modified class.ed.
Proposed rule:
44.2.1 Boats using single or multiple overhead cams and/or more than 2 valves per cylinder must have a displacement not exceeding 148.5 cubic inches and no more than 6 cylinders. The weight minimum shall be 1025 pounds and the fuel shall be restricted to gasoline only.. Add this: Note:2.5 Stock hulls wanting to compete in the 2.5 Mod class when running on gasoline at a minimum weight of 1025 Lbs. can do so if they meet the minimum capsule requirements of the 2.5 Stock class. As an alternative, methanol may be used but the minimum weight shall be increased to 1125 pounds Note: Engines using methanol must use production blocks and head(s). Remove this:  Note: 2.5 Stock boats wanting to compete in this class must meet the minimum capsule requirements for a 2.5 Modified.   Add this: Hulls used in 44.2.1 that are running on Methanol at a minimum weight of 1125 Lbs., must meet the capsule requirements of the 2.5 Modified class.
4.2.4 Any boat meeting Rule 45.1, 45.2, 45.4, Add this: 44.2.1 shall be considered legal within the 2.5 Litre Modified Class. This combination is NOT considered legal in the National Modified Class.
Reason for change:

Last year race sites continued to diminish and the promoters are having a hard time putting boats on the water. We need all boats that are capable of running to participate, if we expect our great sport to survive the next decade. Not only do we struggle to make the minimum boat counts on Saturday, but often by Sunday attrition has taken its toll and minimum class levels cannot be met. Racers are not traveling to other regions, because they fear they won't have a class upon arrival or on Sunday! So….lets allow step-up boats to help fill the fields. This will help out the race promoter with an improved show and will encourage inter-regional travel for the racers. Adding boats to the field is particularly important in the Modified classes, due to the normal attrition of the more high strung engines. Combinations should not be based on capsule ratings (since the boats aren’t running any faster than in their own class) but rather on who “plays together” safely. Don’t mix Indy Cars with NASCARs!  Past racing history should provide good guidance.
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
