Speed Records not allowed for Alternate Starting Format 1 and Earned Lane Format.
Author’s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action: 
There is an unfair advantage to Alternate Format 1 and Earned Lane Format when racing on record courses as opposed to Traditional Format on record courses.
Affected Rule:  

16.3.2, 16.3.3  or 26.1
Proposed rule:   
Add “No APBA, World, or UIM speed records allowed in this format” in 16.3.2 and 16.3.3 or “No APBA, World, or UIM speed records allowed in Alternate Format 1 or Earned Lane Format” added to Rule 26 for Records.
 Reason for change:   
When racing in an Earned Lane Format and a competitor draws Lane 1 or even Lane 2, they have the absolute best chance of breaking a record because their speed at the start would be much higher than in Traditional Format.  Not to mention that the first run of the weekend generally has the best weather conditions and if you are given those inside lanes, an uncontested start at full song will give that unfair advantage over Traditional Format.  When Traditional Format is used, there is a fight for those inside lanes which generates a much slower speed at the start of a heat race.  This rule proposal is intended to keep record breaking runs on the same starting procedure.   
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
