Author’s VERY BRIEF Summary of Proposed Action: 
Allows and facilitates parity between the GP engine rules for Option One (US) and Option Two (HRL).
Affected Rule:  
48.6.3.9 Fuel System: Fuel may be metered by carburetors or a mechanical fuel injection system. Fuel injection systems must be injected by hat nozzles using a cast aluminum injector throttle body available from a major manufacturer. No electronic fuel injection systems are permitted.
Proposed rule: 
48.6.3.9 Fuel System: Fuel may be metered by carburetors or a mechanical fuel injection system. Fuel injection systems must be injected by hat nozzles using a cast aluminum injector throttle body available from a major manufacturer. Port injection is permitted but not mandatory.  No electronic fuel injection systems are permitted.

Reason for change: 
This change is to allow what is already allowed in the HRL-GP rules.  It allows the Option One rules (US version) to “catch up” and maintain parity with the Option Two rules (HRL or Canadian).  It also allows more accurate tuning of the engine which helps promote engine health and longevity.
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
