23.4.4 Each boat in a legal field that makes a legal start, even without completing either the qualifying heat or the final heat, will receive either a minimum of 40 points or the points allocated to the overall finish of the next position after the lowest position of the boats which actually finished and received finishing positions for that days racing, whichever is the lesser amount of points.  (Example: For a regional race, if eight boats start and seven are awarded national points, then the eighth boat would receive 40 points.  If eleven boats start and nine boats are awarded national points, then the tenth and eleventh boat would each receive 30 points.)  A disqualification in a heat will count the same as a DNS.
23.4.5 In addition to the above points, any boat that makes a legal start in either the qualifying or final heat, regardless of how many other boats in the class, will receive 40 participation points per race day.  A disqualification in a heat will count the same as a DNS.
