Proposed rule:
46.6  Any legal 2.5 Mod is a legal NM, as long as it meets the minimum weight requirement of 1,325 Lbs.
Reason for change:

This rule change would allow the 166 cubic inch “midget engine” powered hulls *(that must meet the a minimum weight of 1325) to compete as a NM (as we have done safely for many years), but would prevent the lighter weight 2.5 Stock based composite hulls that are powered by the smaller 148 cubic inch engines from stepping up to run as a NM.
Both the NM and the 2.5 Mod. classes support this rule change! 
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
