Rule 2015-023 – Jim Sechler gave update and will report back to Chairman in a few weeks.

East Coast School Boat:  No plan has been established.  Sell or move to different area?  Scott Schatz offered to work on boat and stated would possibly use at Region races.
Series Funding:  Ann Fitzgerald has asked the IRC to match funding for the EPIC Series for 2015; the Series has increased to 6 events in 2015.  Jim Codling is working on a West Coast series and could have 4 events in 2015.  The 2015 approved Inboard Budget has $8,000 for Grant Funding. IRC 2 Year Term Committee:  Bob Schellhase stated that per the APBA By Laws changing the IRC to a two year term would be difficult and an uphill battle.

Spec Boat:  Jim Sechler stated nothing new with the Spec Boat.

Live Streaming:  Sean Bowsher stated that there is some interest in living streaming events. Cost is an issue.  APBA has purchased some equipment in past years.
5 Litre Records:  A motion to freeze, new records would need to break old record by .003 and for 2015 new records would not be used for Hall of Champions was made by Russ Dodge and seconded by Scott Schatz. 2.5 Stock Carburetor Rule 43.6.16: 

43.6.16 Carburetors: Any Rochester 2 GC carburetor will be allowed as long as the throttle bore diameter is no larger than 1.690 and venturi diameter is no larger than 1.320. Additionally, Holley model 2300 part #0-4412 and HP 0-80583-1 venturi diameter 1.380 max., throttle bore diameter 1.690 max. Holley #2300, part #0.7448 and HP 0-80787-1 two jet venturi size 1.190 max., throttle plate size 1.502 max. 350 CFM carburetor. Removal of air cleaner base for installation into boat is permitted. Must be a booster type carburetor. No polishing allowed.  The carburetor must have a choke horn and it must remain untouched, however the choke plate may be removed.  Only the original components of the carburetor manufacturer may be used (No billet metering blocks, or boosters), however, Holley jets may be used in the Rochester carburetor. Fine tuning of jets, power valves, float bowl, metering block, accelerator pump and nozzles is permitted. A carburetor wedge may be used. The total dimension of wedge and gaskets measured from the intake manifold to carb base shall not exceed 1.250 inches.
