Make stricter rules in regards to GPS units in flatbottom classes.
Affected Rule:  

55.1.3  A GPS unit must be installed (out of the driver’s reach) before each run on the water (testing or racing). It will be the owner’s 

responsibility to see that it happens. The GPS will be checked by the inspector of the event  or his appointed representative. GPS 

readings will be included on the summary sheets.

55.1.3.1- It is the responsibility of the owner to have a working GPS onboard  their vessel. This GPS should be a Garmin etrex. 

Submit other model numbers to the IRC for approval.

55.1.3.2- It will be the responsibility of the driver to show the inspector the GPS  speeds after each heat. Failure to show a speed 

will result in a disqualification

Proposed rule: 

Change rule to:
55.1.3  A GPS unit must be installed (in a location approved by the inspector) by the inspector before each run on the water (testing or racing). It will be the owner’s responsibility to see that it happens. The GPS will be checked by the inspector of the event or his appointed representative. GPS readings will be included on the summary sheets. The inspector will be the last person to see the GPS before each heat and the first one to touch the unit when the boat returns to the dock. Failure to show speed, or to follow the rules will result in a disqualification. 
55.1.3.1- It is the responsibility of the owner to have a working GPS onboard their vessel. This GPS must be a Garmin etrex. 

55.1.3.2- All drivers must provide a working unit at the drivers meeting. Units will be placed into a bag and will be drawn at random for each driver. 
 Reason
This is a modification to the current GPS rule after a year of trial and error. It was noted by many that several people came in with the same speed several times and this would prevent the driver from being able to adjust the readings.
